Discharge Criteria
A child/young person will be discharged when:

· The goals of treatment have been achieved and where no further intervention is indicated.
· Intervention is not currently indicated, but may be discharged with a programme of ongoing activities for home and school.
· Children/young people with developmental co-ordination disorder type difficulties have been known to the service for a period of 12 months.
· The need for referral has been resolved and the child/young person does not meet any other access criteria (for example, when the referral is for assessment and recommended provision of equipment for use at home/school following hospital discharge).
· The child/young person moves out of area.
· Consent has been withdrawn for assessment or intervention or where discharge from the service is requested.
· There is failure to attend an appointment and no response has been received, within stated time frame, from the parents/carers following a letter being sent to this effect.
Re-referral can be made providing the child meets the referral criteria.
